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 Photography and Video Policy
Wellow & Plaitford Cricket Club is fully committed to safeguarding and promoting the wellbeing of all its members, and believes it is important that members, coaches, administrators and parents, carers or guardians associated with the club should show respect and understanding for the safety and welfare of others.

Therefore, members are encouraged to be open at all times and to share any concerns with the Coaches or Welfare Office, Rowena Moore.
Photography and Video Camera Use

Although the club doesn’t prevent the normal family practice of taking pictures or video of their children, the guidelines for video and camera use are currently being reviewed and the following provides some guidance.

· Except for family photographs of their children, images are not to be taken of the children at matches or training without prior permission of the parents/ carers. The coach can give others people (such as other clubs/ event organisers) permission by proxy if the coach knows parental permission has been provided. Even when permission has been granted, coaches should be vigilant to people taking images who may give reason for concern, i.e. the coach may not recognise the person concerned as a parent/ carer.

· If no consent has been given then the coaches should inform other teams/ event organisers if pictures are likely to be taken.

· Children should be told if images are likely to be taken and informed that they should report concerns.

· The permission from the parents/ carers should specifically state whether images can be used on the web, in the media or in league/ club publications. In such cases it is good practice at ask permission of the child too. In these circumstances avoid using the child’s name and image together (i.e. if a child’s name is stated don’t use a photograph), and only use images of the children in appropriate cricket kit to provide a positive image.

· If images (including video) are used for training purposes, then permission must be gained and images deleted following the training session. 
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
